Commentary The first use of the suburb name ‘Clayfield’ was in 1882 when 
the initial Clayfield railway station was constructed in 1892. 
It wasn’t until 1895 that a receiving office for mail was 
opened with the official Post Office opening in 1949. 
 
Clayfield is located 6.5 kilometres northeast of the CBD. It is 
home to many fine examples of older Queenslanders that 
have been restored and maintained. Given its relative close 
proximity to Brisbane, the airport and major transport routes, 
in recent years the suburb has seen the growth of medium 
density units, which results in a strong rental market. 
 
The closest hospital is the Royal Brisbane Hospital. There are 
a number of state and private schools in the area catering for 
both primary and secondary school children. 
 
Westfield Shoppingtown in Toombul is the closest major 
shopping centre with Lutwyche shopping centre also close. A 
bit further out to the north on Lutwyche Road is Chermside 
Shopping Centre. Residents are well catered for with parks, 
bike and walk ways. Clayfield is close to the Racecourse Road 
Festival in May, also Winter and Spring Racing Carnivals at 
Albion race course. The suburb has a lively café lifestyle. 
 
Breakdown of housing is approx 70% houses 30% 
townhouse/units. The area has seen a progression from 
retirees/older residents to young families. 
 
Public transport: The northern train line runs straight through 
the area with Albion Station, Wooloowin Station, Eagle 
Junction Station, Toombul and Nundah train stations all close 
by. Bus and ferry routes are also accessible. Clayfield is close 
to the airport and the new sky train and has easy access to 
the Gateway arterial. These features ensure that Clayfield 
remains popular and towards the top of the suburb ranking. 
 
Residential development has been slowing up with people 
opting for renovation of older housing. It is a similar situation 
with vacant land – a few blocks here and there but you must 
be quick. There are no commercial developments at present. 
 
Clayfield highlights the steady growth in house prices 
experienced around Brisbane over the last 40 years.  
 
According to the 2001 Census there were 9,061 people living 
in the suburb with a median age of 34. The median individual 
income was between $400 and $499 per week. Of all 
occupied private dwellings 51% were either fully owned or 
being purchased; 43% were being rented.
